A lot has changed on the site of our new campus 

since our last construction update. Drier condi-

tions have allowed for substantial progress. There 

is much for which to be thankful! 

 

Erecting Wall Panels 
 

The eight large tilt-up concrete wall panels ring-

ing the Sanctuary structure were erected right 

after Easter. A monster 500 ton hydraulic crane 

was brought in to lift and set the panels in place. 

Panels measure 40' long x 33' tall (with 3' below 

grade) and weigh as much as 64 tons. Two pan-

els were erected from each crane setting and the 

entire operation took only a day and a half with 

most time spent simply to move the crane.  

Structural Steel 

Structural steel necessary to frame the balcony inside 

the Sanctuary and help support it and the roof beams 

has been erected and bolted/welded in place.  

If you drive by you can see the steel through the 

openings and sticking above the top of the wall  

panels.  

Building Committee  

In addition to activities on site, the Building Com-

mittee and friends have been meeting every two 

weeks considering pews, chancel layout and other 

details that must be accomplished in support of the 

construction process. 

Site Work 
After the panels were erected, the casting beds were de-

molished and work began in earnest to on the concrete 

parking lots and drives. Those areas (once mud) were 

rough graded and compacted. Then lime was applied and 

worked in to stabilize the base before more compaction 

and blading with a maintainer to match "blue top" stakes 

set to final grade. The north half of the parking lot and 

the drive that loops around back and along the east side 

have been poured. The south half of the lot is scheduled 

for the week of 5/16, then finally the front drive and 

parking. Concurrently, the Contractor is constructing a 

detention pond in the back NE corner that will help con-

trol runoff. 

 

More Foundation 

With the panels out of the way, the piers that support the 

Education wing have been drilled and poured (see below). 

Perimeter beams that support the small add on units 

(offices, library, parlor and offices) around the Sanctuary 

are being formed and poured.
